Monthly student progress reports

Parents and students will be able to access their monthly grades
in core subjects through the new school learning system
(Orison) during the next week, so I kindly ask you to activating
your accounts on the new system by downloading the mobile
application as in the instructions below.

Please note that you can submit your inquiries about your
children's affairs and grades via e-mail messages, as we clarified
in our last letter. Please note that we will announce the date of
the second parenting meeting next week.

Students attendance

It was noticed recently that the ratio of students’ absenteeism
and morning tardiness has increased, especially on Fridays. We
would like to clarify here that the absenteeism monitoring
system will not allow for frequent absences to be tolerated.
There is an electronic system for daily follow-up of absence, and
the names of absent students will be sent to their parents on a
daily basis so you can follow up and be acknowledged of their
absence. Here, We confirm that the school implements the rules
and regulation for managing students' behavior and its
consequences to reduce absenteeism, and this process is carried
out using an electronic system that documents absence,
tardiness, and the appropriate violation for each case. Including
deducting of behavior grades, according to the degree of
repetition to reach a 12-point deduction from behavior for one
term. It may reach the degree of dismissal according to the
ministry regulation number (851) 20018.

Morning tardiness

An unhealthy phenomenon that affects your -children’s
achievement, and we are working hard to reduce the ratio of
tardiness to a minimum by following up on tardiness daily,
monitoring it on the electronic system, and sending emails to the
guardian in case the delay is repeated more than once. Knowing
that the school starts detecting tardiness at 7:40 am.

We kindly ask you to adhere to the dates set for you to pick up
your children at the end of school hours and from the gates
designated for them as well. Knowing that the guardian is
responsible for receiving his son/daughter from the gates
specific as you know.

Students are not allowed to move inside the school between the
corridors and floors to pick up their siblings. Each student must
leave from the place specified for him/her according to the exit
gates, in order to assure the safety of your children, and to
monitor the process of their exit and receipt by their parents.

It has been noticed that some parents come to school before the
end of school hours to take their children, accordingly we would
like to clarify that unless there is an emergency that is
considered to be approved by the school administration through
